Weekly Rehearsals 

• Thursday Evenings: Set-up at 5pm, Rehearsal 5:30-8:30pm, Tear-down 8:30-9pm 

beginning August 24th-February 15th.  

o When a Thursday rehearsal is not possible (ex. Thanksgiving), a rehearsal may be 

scheduled for Tuesday instead. See “Dates Compiled.” 

• Tuesday Mornings: 8:00-8:45am beginning October 31st through January 30th. 

o If an evening “make-up” rehearsal is scheduled on a Tuesday, we will not have 

morning rehearsal that same day. 

o If there is a late start due to weather on Tuesday mornings, we will not have 

morning rehearsal. If school is released early due to weather, we will not have 

evening rehearsal.

• The expectation is that every member will be at all rehearsals. Any absence must be 

conveyed directly to Mr. Jorgensen via email at least 24 hours before rehearsal.  

• Rehearsal BEGINS at the scheduled time. Please arrive early to be on time. 

• Frequent tardiness and absences, as well as poor communication concerning either, 

may result in removal from Hi-Style.
